The LCD screen saver will cause crashes with bad F-1ine instructions.

CPU cannot properly nmani pul ate the 165c's backlighting control. This does not
cause any crashes.

In order to use CPU software with a PowerBook 165c¢c, go into each saved
configuration (all sets for each defined user) and turn the Screen Saver and
Security features off individually.
