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The Duo has several settings for battery conservation that ration power to
different areas of the conputer.

The Duo is set to reduce the power supply to the mcroprocessor when the
conputer is inactive for a few seconds. Mdst applications will not be affected
significantly by this feature, but if you find certain applications perform
unacceptably slowy, turn Processor Cycling off:

1) Choose Control Panels fromthe Apple nmenu.

2) Cick the Options nenu.

3) dick "Don't allow cycling."
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
