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I have a Maci nt osh Power Book Duo (200 series). Since | installed the System7.5
Update 1.0, the external recharger gives a red light when | try to charge a Type
Il battery. This occurs even after followi ng the instructions for |oading the
proper power nanagenent code into the charger. This happened with a brand new
battery.
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Resol ution

You need to install the Type Ill battery extension into the Systemfolder. Do
not renove this extension even after you have installed System 7.5 and the
System 7.5 Update 1.0. The extension is on a disk called Battery Tools, which
ships with the Type II1 battery.

Backgr ound

When the System 7.5 Update 1.0 extension |loads, it replaces the P&GE (battery
managenment) code. This PGRE code then reloads to the external battery charger.
Because of this, the external recharger does not recognize the Type I
batteries and you get the red light. However, the batteries charge fine in the
conputer itself.

Concl usi on

You need to use the Type Il Battery extension to get the external charger to
work with System Software 7.5.1 (System 7.5 plus the System 7.5 Update 1.0) and
Type |1l batteries.
