Power Book 500 series with PCMCI A nodul es do not recognize cards other than those
foll owi ng the ATA standard. Newton cards do not follow this standard. New on
Cards and ot her non- ATA standard cards would only show up as "unrecogni zed card"
with no option to fornat. There is no driver support on either the Newon side
or the Macintosh side for partitioning a PCMCI A card.
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
