In the PowerBook "CGetting Started" manual the instructions for installing/using
an external nodem (pg. 106) indicate that you should open the Power Book Setup
control panel and select Conpatible for the Modem Setting.

However, this manual was witten under the assunption that you nmay have an
internal nmodeminstalled in your PowerBook. Not all PowerBooks have interna
nodenms. The Conpatible option will only show up in the PowerBook Setup contro
panel if your PowerBook has an internal nodeminstalled. If you have no interna
nodem you will have no choices for Mddem Setti ng.

The step described in the manual is an extra step required only for PowerBook
conputers with internal nodens. You can skip this step and go on to the next
step in the manual
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
