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This may be a timng issue. Apple's Miltiple Scan nonitors, and sone ot her

nmoni tors, are designed with an energy saving feature. Wen no video signal is
being sent to the nonitor fromthe conmputer, the nonitor will go into sleep node
to conserve energy. The PowerBook conputer is designed to check if an externa
nonitor is attached during start up, if the conputer does not see the nonitor it
will not send out video signals to save energy.

If you turn on the nonitor and let it go into sleep nmode and then turn on the
Power Book conmputer you will get no inmage on the external display. Likew se, if
you turn on the PowerBook first, then turn on the display after the PowerBook
has already started up you will not get an inage on the external nonitor

The proper way to power up is to turn on the nonitor first and i nmediately turn
on the Power Book. The nonitor will be on and awake when the Power Book is
starting up, so the PowerBook will recognize the nonitor and send out video
signhals to the external nonitor
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
