| can use the dial conmand in HyperCard to dial the nodem but when | try to
enter ny extension and password, the nodemresets.

I can also use the serial XCMVDs, send the ADT command, get a constant dial tone,
and then use the dial comand to send the number, but this doesn't work either
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You need to nodify your dial command and wite button scripts to send the
appropriate serial commands to the nmodem

1) Issue the comand ATML to tell the speaker to remain on

2) Tinme the necessary pauses for the voicenmanil systemwhen it asks you to
sel ect/press buttons for options, and so on

Each comma you insert into the dial string adds 1 second to the dial
tinme. For exanple:

ATDT 9,,555-1212;

dials 9, waits 2 seconds for the phone system (usually for PBX) to
respond, and then continues to dial the nunber

3) Add a semicolon to the dial string (as shown in the exanpl e above).
When the senicolon is reached, the nodem drops back into conmand state
-- instead of trying to make a connection

If your string is |longer than 40 characters, you nust use mnultiple dial
strings since the PowerBook Fax/Data Mbdem has a 40-character linit.
You can enter nultiple dial conmands by issuing a semnicolon, which puts
t he nodem back into the comand state. Then type the ATDT XXXXXXXXX;
for additional tones you need to send.
