To select the correct nodemfile for your PC Card nodem follow these steps:

Insert your PC Card npdem

Cick the Edit Local Setup button

Select the port that your PC Card nodemis in. You should see either upper or



lower PC Card slot listed. If you don't, make sure your nodemis properly
i nserted. The upper and |lower PC Card slots will appear in the dialog box only
when a PC Card nodemis inserted.

Choose your nodem fromthe Modem Type pop-up nmenu. If your PC Card nodemis not
listed, try Generic PC Card Mbdem or Hayes Basic. |f that doesn't work, you may
need to create a new nodemtype. (See the eWrld Help topic “Creating a New
Modem Type. ")

Usi ng Appl e Renpote Access with a PC Card Modem

Appl e Renote Access (ARA) uses nodem files (sonetines called connection scripts
or CCLs) to get the best performance from sonme nodens. Follow these steps to
sel ect your nodemfile:

Insert your PC Card nodem

Choose your nodem fromthe Mbdem pop-up nenu. If your PC Card nodemis not
listed, check in the ARA Connection Files folder. If the file for your nodem
appears, drag it to the Extensions folder (inside the System Folder). If the
file for your nbdemis not listed, try using an existing nodemfile fromthe
pop-up nenu (such as a different nodel fromthe same nmanufacturer). If this
doesn’'t help, you may need to get a connection script fromyour PC Card
manuf act urer.

Choose the port that your PC Card nodemis in. You should see either upper or
lower PC Card slot listed. If you don't, nake sure your nmodemis properly
inserted. If you insert the PC Card nodemin the other slot, you need to
resel ect the nodem port before you can use ARA.

Using AppleLink with a PC Card Modem

To use AppleLink with a PC Card nodem follow these steps after you have



installed the AppleLink software:

Insert your PC Card nodem

Open the Appl eLink Connection Files folder (inside the PC Card Modem Fil es
folder in the Apple Extras folder on your hard disk).

Drag the icon for the PC Card Modem (USA) file to the Connection Files folder
(inside the AppleLink folder). If a dialog box appears advising you that ol der
files with the same nane al ready exist, click OK

Choose Set Up Connection fromthe Network menu.

Choose Conmilool box from the Connection Port pop-up nenu.

Choose Serial Tool fromthe Method pop-up nmenu.

Sel ect the Upper Slot or Lower Slot icon in the Current Port wi ndow. The nodem
nmust be inserted to display its icon in the wi ndow You nust always insert the
nodemin the sane slot, or you' |l need to set up the nodem again for the other
sl ot.

Choose PC Card Modem (USA) from the Connection File pop-up nenu.
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
