The third-party conpanies
t hat manufacture nmenory cards for Apple's Mcintosh conmputers may design them at
the very limts (high or low) of the PowerBook conputer's tol erance. Apple makes
no guarantee that third-party products will work with Apple products.

To test whether or not your namchine falls within the Appl e-specified tol erance
paranmeters you (or an authorized Apple Service technician) should see how it



performs with the Apple 4 MB or 8 MB card. If that functions properly in your
conputer, there is nothing wong with your PowerBook conputer, but the RAM card
may not have been nanufactured within the conputer's tolerances. If this is the
case, you will need to contact the manufacturer of the card for nore
