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Every once in a while nmy PowerBook computer slows down for no apparent reason. |
tried to deternine if there was a pattern, but it seens to happen in just about
any application.
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The pattern you m ght have noticed is that the slow down occurs after you have
| eft your PowerBook conputer inactive for a certain period of time. The

Power Book drops the power consunption of its microprocessor to save battery
power during periods of inactivity.

Inactivity is defined by the PowerBook as no user interaction, and no
interaction with a peripheral device, such as a nodem or disk drive.

I f your PowerBook is running System7.0.1 (which canme installed on the Power Book
100, 140, and 170), this feature is known as "systemrest". If your PowerBook is
running System 7.1 or later (which cane installed on all other Power Book
conputers to date), this feature is known as "processor cycling"

You can di sable systemrest or processor cycling if it becones an annoyance.
However you should keep in mind that your battery life will not be as good,
especially if you often nmust divert your attention away from your Power Book
during use.

Port abl e Control Pane

To disable systemrest (on PowerBook computers that have the Portabl e control
panel ) :

Choose Control Panels fromthe Apple nenu, and open the Portable control panel



Hol d down the Option key and click on the words "M nutes Until Autonatic
Sl eep. "

In the wi ndow that appears, click Don't Rest.

Click OK to disable Rest Mdde, or click Cancel.

Power Book Control Panel

To di sabl e processor cycling (on PowerBook conputers running System 7.1, which
use t he Power Book control panel):

Choose Control Panels fromthe Apple menu, and open the PowerBook control
panel .

Under Processor Cycling in the next window, click "Don't allow cycling".

Cick OK for your new settings to take effect, click Cancel to | eave the
settings as they were before, or click Use Defaults to return to the original
settings.
