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Foll ow the steps in the Maci ntosh User's Quide (for your PowerBook) for
connecting and di sconnecting SCSI devices to avoid |oss of information and
damage to your equi pnent.

When using SCSI Di sk Mode, the proper way to quit SCSI Disk Mdde is
to:

e Shut Down the Maci ntosh your PowerBook is connected to.

* Press the power button on the back of the PowerBook to turn it off.

e Turn off any other SCSI devices in the chain.

* Disconnect the PowerBook fromthe adapter cable.

» Disconnect the cables fromthe Mcintosh.

NOTE:

1) If you | eave the adapter cable attached to the PowerBook, the
conputer will behave as though it is still in SCSI disk node when
you try to restart.

2) |If you unnount the PowerBook's SCSI icon by dragging it to the
trash it may |lock up the conputer and possibly damage the directory
i nfornmati on on any nounted hard drive. The danage nmay only be
repaired by reformatting.
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
