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Qur Power Books with Express Mddens are not able to dial into our network using
VWi te Kni ght because of a problemw th our TrackNet device and the Express Mbdem
script. TrackNet is a security device used for dial-back and works fine with
everyt hi ng except Express Mdens in Power Books.

In order to nmake connection using other nodens, or another CPU with an externa
nodem the command ATDT* nmust be entered a few milliseconds after the dial-back
ring is detected by the initiating CPU. Wen the ATDI* conmand is issued, the
Express Modem returns "MODEM I N USE,” however, other nodens do not do this.
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Type ATHLDT* instead of ATDI* to avoid the 6 second tineout. The Hl conmand
forces the nopdemto go of f hook which then allows the dial conmand to proceed.
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
