When you replace used batteries, replace all the old ones with new ones. Mixing
new and used batteries weakens the performance of the new ones. (If you are
using rechargeable batteries, replace batteries that are running low with a
complete set of fully charged batteries.

Batteries work best when positive and negative contact surfaces are clean. If
necessary, clean these surfaces by gently rubbing with a clean pencil eraser or
cloth.
