There are two factors which effect how the "nmodem choice" is presented to the
Power Book Duo user. One factor is the version of the Express Mddem and the
other is the version of the Enabler

The Express Mddemrel eases did not have any effect on this issue before rel ease
1.5, which ships with the Duo 280/280c. Wth release 1.5 of the Express Mddem
the choice for the nbpdemnow is contained in the "Express Mdent control pane
rat her than the "PowerBook" or "PowerBook Setup" control panel. Express Mdem
rel eases 1.0 through 1.1.2 did not contain the ability to choose the nodem

The following is a list of the Duos, and the Enabler that originally shipped
wi th them

e Duo 210/230 -- System Enabler 201

e Duo 250/ 270c -- Power Book Duo Enabler 1.0

e« Duo 280/ 280c -- PowerBook Duo Enabler 2.0



For a Duo with System Enabler 201 installed, the "PowerBook" control panel
contains the ability to choose either the "Internal" or "External" Mddem This
is true for the Express Modemrel eases from 1.0 through 1.1.2, and with the
"Power Book" control panel releases 7.1.1 through 7.1.3.

For a Duo with the PowerBook Duo Enabler 1.0 installed, the "PowerBook Setup"
control panel contains the ability to switch the nodem choice. The choices are
"Conpatible" or "Nornal". Conpatible refers to Internal, and Nornmal to
External. These Duos usually shipped with Express Mbdem 1.1.2, and release 7.2
of the "PowerBook" and "PowerBook Setup" control panels.

For a Duo with the PowerBook Duo Enabler 2.0, the choice for the nodemnow is
contai ned in the "Express Mdydeni control panel rather than the "PowerBook" or
"Power Book Setup" control panels. "Express Mddem Settings" needs to be sel ected
fromthe pop-up nenu, and then "Use Express Mdeni or "Use External Mdent can
be chosen. Duos which come with this Enabler installed, also come with Express
Modem 1.5. As shipped, the rel ease of the PowerBook control panel is 7.3.1 and
of the PowerBook Setup is 7.3.

Conplicated as this is, it obviously gets nore interesting when the user
upgrades the Enabler via systemsoftware, the Express Mbdem software, or both.
For the purposes of this answer, | will address only the changes that occur when
t he Express Modem software is upgraded while the Enabl er/system software remains
t he sane.

Froma Duo with the System Enabl er 201, when the Express Mbdem 1.5 (or 1.5.1 or
1.5.2) is installed, the way to choose the nmbdem noves fromthe "Power Book"
control panel to the "Express Mden' control panel. In the Express Mdem
control panel, "Express Mbdem Settings" must be selected to actually allow

sel ection of the "Use Express Mddeni or "Use External Mdent option.

For a Duo with the PowerBook Duo Enabler 1.0 installed, upgrading the Express
Modem software to 1.5 (or 1.5.1 or 1.5.2) changes the way to choose the nodem
fromthe "PowerBook Setup" control panel to the "Express Mdeni control panel.
And again, in the Express Mbdem control panel, "Express Mdem Settings" must be
selected to actually allow selection of the "Use Express Mdent or "Use External
Modeni opti on.

In other words, as of release 1.5 of the Express Mbdem software, control of the
sel ection of internal/external nodem noved fromthe Duo's Power Book/ Power Book
Setup control panels to the Express Mddem s control panel.
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
