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Connector J25 on the main |ogic board, which is the connector for the power LED
has a pin junpered to indicate the computer's ID. If this cable assenbly is not
attached to the logic board correctly, the Quadra 800 nmay identify itself as a
Quadra 650 or fail to boot with an error about incorrect system software.

Check to see that the cable assenbly is in place, and that the wires in the
assenbly are maki ng the necessary connections. The junper connects pins 2 and 3
of the Power LED connector. Pin 1 of the connector is closest to the back of

t he conputer.
