Quadra 900, 950, AWS 95, WS 9150: Security Keyswitch (2/95)
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The Quadra 900, 950, Woirkgroup Server 95, and Workgroup Server 9150 conme with a
security keyswitch that allows owners to linit access to the computer
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The keyswitch has three positions: OFF, ON, and SECURE. The key can be renpved
while the switch is in any of the three positions. The operation of the
keyswitch is designed to provide a first |level of security for users who wish to
use it, wthout being inconvenient for those who don't.

Keyswi tch OFF Position

VWhen the keyswitch is in the OFF position, the conmputer can't be turned on
Movi ng the keyswitch fromeither the ON or SECURE position to the OFF position
turns the computer off.

CAUTI ON: Turning the keyswitch to OFF when the conputer is running turns the
power off immediately -- the system software doesn't have a chance to cl ose
files. If the conputer is turned off by turning the keyswitch to OFF, data can
be | ost.

Keyswi t ch ON Position

When the keyswitch is in the ON position, the user controls the power the sane
way as on any ot her computer in the Macintosh |1, Quadra, and Power Macintosh
fam ly. The conputer can be turned on fromthe keyboard and turned off with the
Shut Down nenu item

Keyswi t ch SECURE Position

VWhen the keyswitch is in the SECURE position, the ADB devices and fl oppy disk
are di sabl ed. For exanple, the keyboard does not generate characters, or the
nouse noves but no nenus can be pulled down. Al so when power is applied to the
conputer while the keyswitch is in the SECURE position, the conputer
automatically starts up. The SECURE position is intended for situations

i nvol ving renote access, or in which the conputer is a network server. In the
SECURE position, the conmputer will automatically power on if power is disrupted



(that is, if the cable is renpved, or power goes out).

Lost Keys

Naturally, the best thing to do is to make several copies of the key inmediately
and place themin a secure |ocation. Mst key shops have bl anks for the type of
key used in the 900/ 950/ AW595/ W59150.

But if the key is already lost, a custoner can take the nmachine to a |l ocksnith
shop and have themcreate a new key to unlock the system If this option is not
vi abl e, a customer can order an entire replacenment |ock assenbly from any Apple
service provider. The part nunber is 705-0175.

For security reasons Apple will not replace individual keys.

If the key is mssing out of the box of a new Maci ntosh, customers should
contact the Apple Custoner Assistance Center (800-776-2333). A replacenent |ock
assenbly will be sent to the customer's authorized Apple service provider, who
can install it.
