The Alysis Conpatibility INNT 2.2 autonmatically toggles the cache on the
Quadra 700 and 900, on-the-fly wi thout having to restart. It also toggles
t he cache between conpati bl e and non-conpati bl e applications while you are
nmulti-tasking. Unlike earlier versions, version 2.2 will also recognize
non- conmpati bl e Apple Menu Itenms (DAs). Users may add names of prograns
they find to be inconmpatible with the Quadra or delete them as they becone
conpati ble. Businesses and resellers are required to contact Alysis
Software for licensing and distribution rights.

Don't change the caches on or off without restarting a Quadra 700, or you
may encounter Local Tal k network problenms. When the Quadra 700 starts, the
system deternmines its effective processor speed (this has nothing to do
with the 68040's cl ock speed, and everything to do with the nbode of the
processor's caches), and sets certain internal timngs according to this
ef fective processor speed.

Two of the nore inportant timngs are for the floppy disk drive and

Local Tal k. Therefore, when the Quadra 700's caches are switched w t hout
restarting, the timngs set at startup are no longer valid, and the floppy
di sk drive and Local Talk won't work (or won't work properly). W nonitored
a Quadra 700 after switching the caches on the fly. It transnmitted an

i nordi nate anount of fragnented packets and never successfully registered



itself on the network, or registered and never | ocated network services.

The Quadra 900 features the Peripheral Interface Controllers (PIC chips)

of the Macintosh I1fx. These I/O processors seemto work OK after having
the caches switched on/off on the fly, but we have a ot nore testing to
do before we recommend this procedure.

Note the third-party cache switches routinely switch the caches on or off
on the fly, whereas the cache switch Apple distributes on the Tidbits disk
will only turn on or off the caches inmediately if you hold down the option
key when changi ng the cache setting.
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
