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It is not possible to upgrade a Macintosh SE with two floppy drives to a
Maci nt osh SE/ 30 with one SuperDrive and one 800K floppy drive. This is
because the Macintosh SE/ 30 | ogic board has only one internal floppy-drive
connector. Wen upgrading a dual floppy drive Maci ntosh SE, you nust
renove one of the internal floppy drives.

It is possible to upgrade to the SuperDrive wi thout al so upgrading to the
Maci nt osh SE/30 logic board. In this case it would be possible to retain
both fl oppy drives.
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
