When open and quit applications, you create nenory fragnentation, which can

al so rob you of available nmenory. If you can open and cl ose applications a few
ti mes before you see the error nessage, then the problemis related to nenory
fragnmentation. To fix this problem close all your applications and restart.
Then restart your applications. Once you open an application, close it (don't
quit) and it will not fragnment menory the next tine you open it.

In either case, when you go back to the Finder fromyour applications, the
Finder is trying to allocate the required amunt of RAMfor the Launcher and
is unable to do so with your menory constraints.
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
