- If a mni-systemwas copied to your hard di sk, throw away the System
suitcase in the mni-systemfolder, then throw away the entire
m ni -system folder. You need to "bless" the main system folder, then
restart. One of the easiest ways of doing this is to open the System
fol der, then double-click the System suitcase. Once the System opens,
close it and restart your conputer

 When you sel ect Shutdown, the conputer shuts down normally.
