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Performa System 7. 1P contai ns several enhancements designed to make the
Performa products especially easy to use, particularly for first-time users
and famlies with children. These enhancenents are not part of standard
Maci nt osh System 7.1 software.

Performa System 7. 1P enhancenents i ncl ude:

 Launcher. Allows users to |locate and |aunch applications easily while
retaining full Finder access.

e Default Docunent Folder. Docunents are autonatically saved and stored in
this | ocation.

e Layer Hiding. Allows users to switch to the Finder or another program by
clicking on the application nmenu

e At Ease. Makes it easy for users to |launch applications and open
docunents while protecting systemsettings, files and folders, and the
hard di sk.

Because Performa conputers are likely to be shared by nore than one
person in the fanmily, At Ease prevents nultiple users frominadvertently

erasing valuable files.

 Backup and Restore. Provides a sinple interface for users to create a
set of backup disks and restore the contents on their hard disk.

If you prefer to run System 7.1, it works fine with Performa conmputers,
t hough the above enhancenents will not be included.

Since nmost Perfornmas have a CPU equivalent in the traditional Macintosh



product line, it is possible to use traditional System 7.1 in nany cases,
provi ded the appropriate enabler is installed. Apple's official policy
however, is that use of a non-Perforna operating systemon a Performa is
not tested, recomrended, or supported by Apple. For that reason, the
followi ng chart is provided for informative purposes only.

How to use this chart: If you want to use a traditional Macintosh OS on a
Performa, find the Performa on the left. If this Perforna has a traditiona
Maci nt osh equi val ent (as shown in the 3rd colum), then you can use regul ar
system 7.1 with the enabler listed in the 4th colum. For exanple, to use
traditional 7.1 on a Perfornma 600, use enabler 001, which is the enabler
for the Ilvx.
