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The Performa 430 cones with a software "control panel" called PC Exchange. This
control panel enables the Performa to recogni ze DOS di sks when they're inserted
into the computer. Wiile this alone does not allow you to run DOS progranms on
your Performa, it does allow you to insert a DOS formatted disk into the
Performa and read the data on the disk. This function is automatic; you don't
have to do anything el se.

As an example, let's say you have created a WrdPerfect docunent on your |BM PC
(or conpatible) at work, and you want to bring it hone. Al you need to do is
copy the docunment (no need to copy the entire WhrdPerfect application) to a
3.5-inch DOS-formatted fl oppy disk. Wien you insert the DOS formatted disk into
your Performa conputer, the disk icon appears on your desktop with the letters
PC on it. You can then double-click the disk icon, and a wi ndow opens show ng
you the WbrdPerfect docunent. You can then open the document from any Macintosh
programthat reads WordPerfect PC files.

If your desire is to run DOS applications on your Macintosh, you can purchase an
addi tional programlike SoftPC.
