Adj usting the Picture Size Using Adjustnent Knobs

On the front of your Performa Plus Display are two adj ustnment knobs to
change the vertical and horizontal position of the picture. On the back of
the nonitor, there are two knobs that allow you to distort and stretch the
picture to reduce the black border. The knobs don't give you nobre screen
area to work with; they just stretch out what is already on the screen.
They might not allow you to renpve the border conpletely.
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
