4) The connection dial og used should have a section to select the flow control
option. If the flow control option is not the sane as what the nmodemis
configured to use, you may | ose characters when receiving (or, in some cases,
transmitting) data. Wienever you use hardware-based flow control, such as CTS
Only, always turn off Xon/Xoff if the software provides you with such an
option.
