These directions apply to both the
Maci nt osh Performa 6400 and the Maci ntosh Performa 6360 conputers.

After restoring all software to the hard drive, restart your conputer with
ei ther the "Macintosh Performa 6400 Series Guided Tour" or "Macintosh Perfornma
6360 and 6400 Series CGuided Tour" conpact disc.

Choose Restore Quided Tour button fromthe Launcher w ndow.

Restart the conputer after restoration is conplete.

Open the Apple Extras folder inside the hard disk

If you do not see a "Launch Performa Denp" icon, open the Media folder. Newer

Make an alias of the "Launch Perforna Denp".

(select the icon, then choose Make Alias fromthe File nenu [the keyboard
shortcut is Conmand-M).

NOTE: Do NOT nake an alias of the "Performa Demp" applet. To be properly run

t he Launch Performa Denb applet nust be run first; it sets up the operating
environnent so that the Performa Deno can run well. Typical indications that
the wong file has been used include the regul ar Launcher overl apping the
regul ar deno startup, and possibly an error dialog indicating that the user mnust
reset the nunber of colors in use.

Put this alias into the Startup Itenms folder in the System Fol der.
Restart your conputer.
After the conputer restarts, the Performa Intro and Denmo work just like they did

when the conputer was first powered up out of the box.
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
