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The Power Maci ntosh 4400/ 200 conputer does not have any DRAM nenory sol dered on
the logic board. All RAM expansion is provided by DIMv installed in any of the
three 168-pin DI MM sockets. DRAM expansion slot 1 supports single-bank DIM (a
maxi mum of 32 MB). DRAM expansion slots 2 and 3 support both single-bank and
dual - bank DI MMs (a maxi mrum of 64 MB per slot with dual -bank DIMV). A total of
160 MB of DRAM i s support ed.

The RAM expansion slots accept the foll owing DI MM types:
* 168-pin 3.3-volt EDO (Extended Data Qut) DI MVs

* 64-bit wide

* Acceptable DI MM sizes include 8, 16, 32, and 64 MB.

| MPORTANT: The Power Maci ntosh 4400/ 200 uses 3.3-volt EDO DI MVs, which are NOT
conpati ble with the Maci ntosh Performa 6400 and Power Maci nt osh 5500 and 6500
comput ers. Although these other conmputers al so may support the use of EDO DI Mvs,
they require 5-volt EDO DI Mvk.

Al so, the Power Macintosh 4400 does NOT support the use of Fast-Page-Mde (FPM
nmenory.
