I need the pinout of the Power Macintosh 5200 Monitor Adjustment cable, part
number 922-1513, to view the on-screen video adjustment controls.

DISCUSSION ------------------------------------------------------

In order to view the on-screen video adjustment controls, which appears after
the display test patterns, it is imperative to properly install the monitor
adjustment cable as instructed in the Service Source CD. Be sure to connect pin
1 of the Monitor Adjustment Cable 2-pin connector to pin 1 of P805 (square
marking on the analog board). The monitor adjustment cable service part number
is 922-1513.

If the monitor adjustment cable is not properly connected, then you may never
see MacTest Pro's on-screen video adjustment controls as shown in the Service
Source CD.

For your information, the following are the monitor adjustment cable pin
assignments (as seen from the cable connector):
