Answer: Yes, you can install System7.5.1 fromthe Power Macintosh 5260/ 100
system software CD without installing System 7.5 Update 2.0. However, with the
many fixes and inprovenents included with System 7.5.3, Apple recomends that
you use System 7.5. 3.

3) Question: Was System 7.5.1 tested on the Power Macintosh 5400/ 1207

Answer: No, the Power Macintosh 5400/ 120 requires System 7.5.3, Revision 2.
Because of this requirenent, System7.5.1 was not tested on this

conput er.

4) Does System 7.5.1 work on the Power Macintosh 5400/ 1207

Answer: No, the Power Macintosh 5400/ 120 requires System 7.5.3, Revision 2 and
cannot be downgraded to System 7.5.1.
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
