This conmputer specific installer allows users to
custominstall the Button Disabler control panel v1.1. The Power Macintosh

5260/ 120*, 5400/ 120 and 5400/ 180 conputers currently ship with a System Software
7.5.3 based installer which does not include the Button Di sabler control panel

*NOTE:

The Power Maci ntosh 5260/ 120 does not ship with the Button Disabler contro
panel . However, since the Power Macintosh 5260 | ogic board is based on the Power
Maci nt osh 5200/ 5300 | ogi ¢ board, the control panel should install and work
correctly.
