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We are trying to use SCSI devices with our Maci ntosh Performa and Power
Maci nt osh 6360, 6400, and 5400 series conputers, but sonme of the devices are not
bei ng recogni zed.

* |s this a known issue with these conputers?
* |f so, what is the solution?
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Yes, Apple is aware of some timing issues with SCSI on these conputers. However,
many SCSI problens can be attributed to termination, cable or SCSI ID issues. Be
sure to follow standard SCSI troubl eshooting before assuming this is a SCS
timng problem Also, verify that any software required for your particular SCS
device is properly installed. For nore information, check the nmanuals that cane
with the conputer and SCSI device. O, use the search strings "connecting and
SCSI" or "0009387" in the Tech Info Library to |locate the article, "Macintosh:

Appl e has devel oped an update for the Maci ntosh Performa and Power Maci ntosh
6360, 6400, and 5400 series conputers to correct a SCSI timng issue that can
occur when using some SCSI devices. Apple devel oped this update based on reports
fromusers who are having difficulty using sone UMAX and Agfa scanners and sone
SCSI - based printers such as the Apple LaserWiter |l SC, Personal LaserWiter
SC, and sonme GCC SCSI-based printers. The 6360/ 64xx/54xx Update is avail able
fromthe Apple Software Updates sites. Apple plans on including this update in
future versions of the Mac CS.

The 6360/ 64xx/ 54xx Update fixes have been rolled into Mac CS 7.6. If you have
installed Mac OS 7.6, you do not need the 6360/ 64xx/54xx Updat e.

The 6360/ 64xx/54xx Update disk will do the foll ow ng:

* Fix issues with using sone external SCSI devices, such as external hard disks,
scanners, or renovabl e storage devices.

* Fix issues with printing to a Personal LaserWiter SC or LaserWiter Il SC
printer.



Appl e recommends using the LaserWiter |1SC GX printer driver under Qui ckDraw
GX, as there are known line |ayout problens with the non-GX Personal LaserWiter
SC printer driver. QuickDraw GX can be installed fromyour System Software CD
that came with your conputer. O, if you do not have QuickDraw GX, it is
avai l abl e from Appl e's Software Update sites.

* Add support for additional Ethernet network protocols. |If your conputer uses
the optional Ethernet CS Il card to provide Ethernet networking, the

6360/ 64xx/ 54xx Update installs files that provide support for the Mcl PX and
Local Area Transport (LAT) network protocols.
