Desel ect (uncheck) both the "Built—-in" and "Built—i n Headphones"” Mite
checkboxes.

When speakers or headphones are plugged into the sound output port on a Power
Maci nt osh 7200 series conputer, the conputer nmutes the built-in speaker by
default during startup. This is normal for the Sound control panel to behave in
this manner, and the only workaround is to change the settings after restarting
t he conputer.
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
