The Appl e Power Macintosh 8100/110 conputer sets a new Maci nt osh speed and
performance standard, which is trenmendous news for publishers, engineers, and
mul ti medi a prof essi onal s.

This conputer runs virtually all Macintosh applications. In addition, it runs
applications accelerated for Power Macintosh conputers at two to six tinmes the
speed of previous Maci ntosh conputers.

The 8100/ 110 conputer can also run M5-DOS and W ndows applications using
Sof t W ndows software, available fromlnsignia Systens.

The Power Maci ntosh 8100/ 110 based on the Power PC 601 m croprocessor
co-devel oped by Apple, I1BM and Mtorola. The Power Mcintosh 8100/110 runs at
a breathtaking 110 negahertz.

The 8100/ 110 conputer supports all Apple and nost third-party displays,

i ncl udi ng nonochrone, color, VGA and SVGA. It will support up to 16.7 mllion
colors on Apple color displays of up to 17 inches. Wth the addition of 2
nmegabytes of VRAM (to total 4 nmegabytes), the 8100/80 and 8100/ 110 support 16.7
mllion colors on displays of up to 21 inches.
