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The distortion is nost likely caused by the performance | evel of the display
being used. If the black portion is noved, the distorted area will probably nove
with it. This is common for many consumer and mi ddl e- performance displ ays.

Hi gh- performance displays would have little or no distortion of this type.

It's likely that the video signal fromthe conputer is fine. To verify this, you
can record the signal that causes the distortion on video tape. Then, play the
video tape and record the signal using the video record feature in the conputer.
You could then view the captured video on the conputer display to confirmthat
the distortion is not in the tape recorded signal

If you can't capture the taped video signal using the conmputer, you should check
the signal using a high performance display.

To reduce or elimnate this distortion, you can use shades of gray instead of
| arge bl ack and white areas. O, use colors instead of black like fully
saturated blue, red, or green in | arge areas.

You should al so note that although this distortion would likely appear on hone
televisions as well, nost people will likely not notice it because consuner
