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VWhen | go into the Monitors control panel on any Power Macintosh with nore than
one NuBus or PCl bus video card installed, it indicates that | have two nonitors
connected, but | only have one. Wy does this happen?
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On the AV Power Macintosh conputers, if you have a nonitor connected to the

hi gh-density nonitor port, the Monitors control panel assunmes that a television
is connected to the S-video output port, even if there is no television
connected. The control panel displays an i mage of a second "ghost" nonitor.

Unl ess there is a nonitor connected to the standard nonitor port, the Mnitors
control panel cannot tell whether or not a television is connected to the
S-video output port and automatically assunmes that a television is present.

WARNI NG Do not attenpt to nove the nenu bar to the "ghost" nmonitor. If you do,
the menu bar will disappear, and you will not be able to restore normal video
until you attach a nonitor to the standard nmonitor port and reconfigure your
Moni tors control panel.
Fol | ow these steps to restore normal video:
1) Shut down your conputer.
2) Connect a nonitor to the standard nonitor port*.
*Note: If you are using the AudioVision nonitor with the HDI-45 connect or
you will need to attach the AudioVision 14 Display Adapter cable to your
nonitor in order to connect it to the standard nonitor port.

3) Turn on your conputer.

4) Choose Control Panels fromthe Apple nenu and open the Mnitors control
panel .

5) Verify that nenu bar shows up on your primary nonitor.

6) Close the Mnitors control panel.



7) Turn off your computer.

8) Reconnect the nonitor to the HDI -45.

9) Turn on your conputer.

If you do not have the AudioVision adapter cable and/or another nonitor that
will plug into the DB-15 port of the AV card then you will need to use the
foll owi ng procedure to restore normal video:

1) Start up fromthe Power Maci ntosh CD.

2) Drag the "Systent file fromthe "System Fol der" of the hard drive and
place it at the sane level as the "System Fol der" itself.

3) Copy the Systemfile fromthe Power Macintosh CD into the System Fol der on
| ocated on the hard drive.

4) Restart the system hold the nobuse button down to eject the Power
Maci ntosh CD to allow the systemto boot the nmachine fromthe hard

drive.

5) Open Monitors control panel and verify that the nenu bar is set to the
primary nonitor.

6) Restart the nmachine so that it starts up fromthe Power Macintosh CD.

7) Drag your original "Systent file back into the "System Fol der” on the
hard drive.

8) dick "OK" when the dialog box appears asking to replace the "Systen file.
9) Shut down the conputer.

10) Reconnect the nonitor to the HDI-45.

11) Restart the nmachine so that it boots to the hard drive.
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
