To adjust the color |evel video applications use to record QuickTi ne novi es,
open the video settings dialog box. |In Fusion Recorder, this is accessed by
choosing "Video Settings..." fromthe "Record" nenu.

Choose "Conpression" fromthe pop-up nmenu in the upper-left corner of this
wi ndow. Then choose a conpression option fromthe "Conpressor” pop-up nenu. |f
no conpression is desired, choose "None"

Dependi ng on whi ch conpressor was chosen, the avail abl e col or depth options
appear in the "Depth" pop-up nmenu. The video conpressors "Conponent Video"
"Conmponent Video -- YW", and "Video" only work in col or

After adjusting these settings, the video application should record novies at

t he chosen col or depth. |If the conpressor's color depth was set to "256 grays",
the video application will record an 8-bit grayscale novie, regardless of the
settings in the nonitor control panel. Even if the nmonitor was set to "Black &

VWhite", the video application can record in 8-bit grayscale as long as the
options in the video settings wi ndow were set correctly.
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
