Conpatibility as of Mar. 14 - AppleSearch 1.0 server is inconpatible with Power
Maci nt osh at the March 14th Desktop Introduction. AppleSearch Server 1.0 Denp
Version on Trial CDis also inconpatible with Power Mcintosh. This is because
Appl eSearch Server 1.0 will only run on 68040-based Maci ntosh conputers and the
Power Maci ntosh 68000 enul ator reports itself as a 68020.

The Appl eSearch 1.0 client, running in enulation node, is conpatible w th Power
Maci nt osh on March 14th.

Power Maci ntosh version - AppleSearch 1.0.1 Patch will provide conpatibility
with Power Macintosh. Version 1.0.1 will be available as a Patch which can be
installed over AppleSearch 1.0. server and will run in enulation node on the
Power Maci nt osh.

Version 1.0.1 will also run on 68040-based Maci ntosh conputers, but there is no
need to upgrade since there is no difference between version 1.0 and version
1.0.1 on 68040- based systens.

Appl eSearch 1.0.1 Patch will be available in May 1994, and will contain two
versi ons —one for the standard Appl eSearch 1.0 server and one for the
Appl eSearch Trial CD.

Upgrade distribution -- AppleSearch Server 1.0.1 will be free and distributed
via a Patch which will be posted on ApplelLink, on Apple’'s Internet ftp server,
and on Service Provider’'s servers. AppleSearch 1.0.1 Patch will also be added to
the Appl eSearch 1.0 kits for new Appl eSearch purchases.

Conpatibility as of Mar. 14 - AppleShare 3.0.3 is inconpatible with Power
Maci nt osh and is not supported by Apple. Apple recomends that all custoners
wi shing to run Appl eShare on Power Maci ntosh upgrade to Appl eShare 4. 1.

Appl eShare 4.0 and 4.0.1 servers are inconpatible with Power Macintosh.
Custoners who wish to run an Appl eShare server on a Power Maci ntosh conputer
shoul d upgrade to Appl eShare 4. 1.



There are no differences between Appl eShare 4.0.1 and Appl eShare 4.0.2 when
runni ng on a 68040 processor based Maci ntosh, so there is no need to upgrade to
4.0.2 for this environnent.

Appl eShare 4.1 is only supported on Power PC processor based Maci ntosh conputers.
