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When using the Power Macintosh with these displays there will be a significant
change in the width of the raster. This is due to hardware differences between
the respective video circuits. This identical phenonena occurred when these
nonitors were noved froman LC to a Macintosh Il CPU This is known to occur
with Apple 14-in. displays, however the overall width of the 16-in. RGB nonitor
does not change, it only shifts slightly.

The only solution is to nake adjustnents to the nonitor's horizontal w dth
control for the video port to which it is connected. In the case of the 16-in.
di splay, you nust adjust the nmonitor's horizontal centering control
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
