e Mcrosoft Lan Manager is based on OS/2 v1.3, and it has a nodule called "Lan
Manager Services for Maci ntosh" which can supports AppleTalk as well as
Power Maci nt osh.

e Wndows NT Advanced Server is the new 32-bit pre-enptive nulti-tasking
operating systemfrom M crosoft, it has AppleTal k support built into its
system kernel, and is conpatible with the Power Macintosh.

In your particular situation, we would recomend an upgrade from M crosoft Lan
Manager to the W ndows NT Advanced Server because NT provide much better system
services, and is very easy to nanage-particularly on an Appl eTal k networKk.

Pl ease proceed with caution during the upgrade process, there are "howto"
books on this topic in the conputer stores.

The Mcrosoft Ml Mcintosh client can be run on the Power Macintosh, and has
the mail post office reside on either on the NT Advanced Server or Lan Manager
Server.
