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I s Maci ntosh Common Lisp (MCL), now a product of Digitool, Inc., conpatible with
Power Maci nt osh conputers?
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MCL 2.0.1 is partially conpatible with Power Macintosh conputers, provided a
software patch is installed first and sone environnental settings (such as
Virtual Menory) are configured exactly.

MCL 3.0 is conpatible with Power Mcintosh conputers but is again sonewhat
dependent on certain configurations, such as whether Virtual Menory is enabl ed
or di sabl ed.

MCL 3.9 is Power Macintosh native, and is not conpatible with non-PPC systens.
Al'l versions of Macintosh Common Lisp prior to 3.9 are 680x0-based applications
and will execute in enulation on a Power Macintosh.
