Can the Power Maci ntosh VRAM Expansi on Card or Power Maci ntosh AV Card be
renoved by the end user of the computer?
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No, due to the risk of damage to the logic board or the card itself during the
renoval process, the VRAM Expansion Card or the AV Card nust not be renoved by
the user. The conputer should be serviced by an Apple authorized service
techni ci an only.

The Power Macintosh 7100/ 66 and Power Macintosh 8100/ 80 have the VRAM Expansi on
Card installed in the PDS connector, while the AV nodels have the AV card
installed. In both cases, the card MUST remain installed to properly term nate
t he PDS bus.

Renoval of the card or operating the conputer with the PDS card renoved can
result in damage to the | ogic board of the Power Macintosh.

Installation of a NuBus card can be perforned by the user, provided they foll ow
the instructions for installation in the "Power Macintosh Getting Started"”
manual
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
