After installation of the Power Macintosh Upgrade Card in the PDS slot of a
Maci nt osh, the machine refuses to boot in either 68k or Power Macintosh nodes.
I nst ead, the Macintosh produces only error tones.
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Receiving error tones after installing the Power Macintosh Upgrade card can
indicate a problemwi th either the DRAMinstalled in the systemor the card
itself.

You nmay test this by renmoving the extra DRAM fromthe Macintosh. |[|f the card
now functions properly, the DRAM nmay not be within Apple specifications or could
be installed incorrectly.

If the card continues to fail with DRAM renoved, disconnect all devices attached
to the SCSI port and test again. If the card continues to fail, try a
repl acenent Power Maci ntosh Upgrade Card.
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
