There has been sone confusion, regarding the actual status of the virtual nenory
setting, on Power Macintosh 8100/110, 8100/100 and 7100/80 conputers with 16MB
of RAM when the system software was installed at the factory.

The problemis that the Menory control panel shows that VMis "on" when it is
actually "off". The About This Maci ntosh wi ndow correctly shows that virtual
menory is not turned on

This problemonly occurs on these specific conputers as they cone with system
software factory-installed. Subsequent installations fromthe CD will not
exhibit this confusion with the Menory control panel, as VMdefaults to "off"
when installed fromthe CD

To obtain the best nenory usage with native applications, go into the Menory
control panel, turn VMoff, turn VM back on, set the VM size to the desired
anmount of menory, and then restart the Power Macintosh.
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
