For the first generation of Power Macintosh computers (the 6100, 7100, and 8100
series), the mcrophone input jack supported |ine-level input signals. Apple
provided the PlainTal k m crophone with these conputers. It is a line-level input
device with a |l onger connector than Apple's previous m crophone which receives
sone power fromthe conputer. Qther line-level devices were also supported via

t he m crophone input jack on these conputers.

Power Maci ntosh 7200 Seri es

For the Power Maci ntosh 7200 series conputers, Apple provides an extension
called Sound I nput Anplification. It can be installed fromthe Apple Extras
folder on the internal hard drive or System CD-ROM di sc. This extension nodifies
t he Sound control panel to provide an "anplification" menu option. Wth
anplification turned on, sound input is anplified +25 dB, and sone third-party
m c-1evel mcrophones will work with the Power Macintosh 7200. Users with an
Appl e Pl ainTal k m crophone should | eave the Anplification setting at the default
settings because this m crophone cones with a pre-anplifier and produces sound
at line-level.

Power Maci ntosh 7500, 7600, and 8500 Series

For the Power Macintosh 7500, 7600, and 8500 series conputers, only line-Ileve
i nput devices like the PlainTal k m crophone are supported at this tinme. The
Power Maci ntosh 7500, 7600, and 8500 series conmputers al so support stereo
connections via line-1evel RCA connectors which make it easy to connect to
standard audi o/ vi deo conponents.
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
