The Maci ntosh famly of conmputers does not support true DVA transfers via
the SCSI chip.

The SCSI chip can operate in two nodes: normal nmode and pseudo- DVA node

- In normal node, the SCSI driver software nanages the handshaking to
conmuni cate with a peripheral SCSI device.

- In pseudo-DVA node, the SCSI chip's internal |ogic handles all the SCSI bus
handshake signals automatically.
