The Maci ntosh systens that have SCSI ports are not termnated on the logic
board. One system the Macintosh I1fx, when shipped wthout an internal hard
drive, cones with a term nator plugged into the internal SCSI connector. |If an
internal hard drive is installed in a Macintosh system it should be

term nated. The internal hard drive is the first device in a SCSI chain. The

| ast device in the SCSI chain should al so be terninated.

Typically, a Macintosh systemw th only one SCSI device needs only one

term nator. The exception to this is the Macintosh I1fx when it has a single
SCSI device attached on the external SCSI connector. |In this case, there
should be the internal termnator that cane with Macintosh I1fx and a

term nator on the external SCSI device.
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
