| ogi c board to save the control panel settings when you turn the nachine off or
interrupt power to it. Wen the machine is restarted the power supply continues
to run and control panel settings will not be |ost.

Any aut hori zed service provider should be able to replace the battery. Since
the battery is located on the logic board of the Macintosh, we suggest that
users not attenpt to replace the battery thenselves. The |ogic board can be
easi |y damaged by static electricity or incorrect handling.
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
