The Macintosh Il video cable is custombuilt for Apple. However,
conpani es (like Advanced El ectronic Support Products) nmanufacture

cables to client specifications.

Here is the cable configuration. There are four video signals and four

ground pins on the Macintosh |l video card DB-15 fenal e connector
1 RED VI DEO GROUND
2 RED (anal og)
3 CSYNC* (TTL) used by Apple Displays
4 CSYNC GROUND
5 GREEN + CSYNC (anal og) used for nonochrone; CSYNC not

used by Appl e displays

6 GREEN CSYNC GROUND
9 BLUE (anal og)
12 GREEN + CSYNC (anal og) not used

13 BLUE VI DEO GROUND

*Conposite sync (vertical and horizontal).



A custom vi deo extension cable for a Macintosh Il requires a cable with a
75- ohm i npedance val ue (usually RG9U standard coaxial video cable).
Each Iine ties to the appropriate pin at the connector, and the shield is

connected to the signal ground pin.

| mpedance: 75 ohm
Signal Strength: 13.33 anmps, 1 volt

The video signal can be extended 1,000 feet (although there is sonme col or
loss at this distance). The signal should be reliable up to 50 feet.
The distance is limted by the | oss of signal strength through cable

resi st ance.
