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After starting up a Power Mcintosh with an NEC multisync nonitor, the only
resol ution available fromthe Mnitors control panel is 640x480. Does the Power
Maci nt osh support resolution switching with NEC nonitors?
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The Power Maci ntosh supports "on the fly" resolution switching with many
third-party multisync nonitors (also called multiple scan displays). However, an
adapter is required so the Macintosh can detect the proper nultisync node.

For NEC nonitors, there is an adapter naned "Power Maci ntosh Adapter" which lets
you change resol utions through the Monitors control panel, like you would if you
owned an Apple Multiple Scan Display. NEC adapters are available by calling
NEC.

Maci ntosh Centris, Quadra, or LC Owers

Wth a Centris, Quadra or LC, you can use NEC s "DPl on the fly" software which
provides a sinilar ability to change resol utions.

The "DPlI on the fly" software is not conpatible with the Power Macintosh.
