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The Extended Density (ED) 3.5 inch floppy disk (which is |labelled as 4 MB, but
formats at 2.88 MB), is NOT supported on any Apple Macintosh conputer as of
February 1995. The floppy drive nechani smthat supports this disk is primarily
found in Ms-DOS/ Wndows and UNI X wor kstation conputers.
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Whil e hol ding the diskette with the shutter in the up position, you will notice

two square holes on the disk. The one on the lower left is for |ocking, and the
other on the lower right indicates the density.
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HD (Hi gh Density) disks also have an ID hole. The HD disk ID hole is parallel to
the I ocking hole. The ED ID hole is offset about a 1/4 inch closer to the
shutter. Since the ID hole is in a different |ocation, the Apple SuperDrive
treats the ED disk |ike an 800K di sk, which does not have a density hole.
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
