If you are using System 7, or System 6 with MiltiFinder:

e Quit other applications that may be running at the sane tine as APD

* If you have sufficient RAMinstalled in your system quit the APD
application, open the Apple Personal Diagnostics Get Info box and
i ncrease the "preferred" application menory size to 1500K. (The
application nenory size is initially set to 1200K.)

 Close any open report.

e Reduce the size of any installed RAM di sk and the system RAM cache.

If you are using System 6 with Finder rather than MiltiFi nder:
» Close any open report.
* Reduce the size of any installed RAM di sk and the system Di sk cache.
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
